JACKSON, NEW JERSEY - The two most recent NJSGA Amateur Champions teamed to claim 
medalist honors in the second of two qualifying rounds for the 78th New Jersey State Golf 
Association Four-Ball Championship at the par 71, 6,345 yard Westlake Golf and Country Club in 
Jackson. Michael Deo and Brian Komline of High Bridge Hills blended shots for an eight under par 
63 over the Westlake Golf and Country Club in Jackson. The two carded eight birdies and no bogies 
en route to leading a total of fifteen teams into the match play championship proper which will be 
held at the Somerset Hills Country Club in Bernardsville August 9-11. Deo had five birdies and 
Komline added three himself, including the last two holes of their round. 
 
The defending Four-Ball Champions are Frank DeCraine and Keith Grant of Neshanic Valley; they 
will look to retain the Ridgewood Country Club Championship Trophy. The official match play 
draw and starting times for the championship will be announced later this week.
